Before you make the decision to adopt
a pet - to take responsibility for a life - learn the facts about rescue groups, and
rescued animals, versus animals from pet stores and “back yard” breeders.

Q. Where do rescve
groups get their animals?

A. "Intake” policies vary
from group fo group, but
busmﬂly, animals are rescued
wherever there is a need. The
maijority are rescued off of
death row at ity shelters -

many times with mere hours
standing between them and an
untimely, frightening death.

Many are found abandoned on
the side of the road, or left
behind in a back yard when a
family moves. Some animals
are rescued directly from abu-
sive or neglectful situations.

There are often circumstances

Q. Aren’t rescue animals
“defective” in some way?

A. Certainly, an argument
can be made that it is not the
animal who is defective, but
rather the human(s) who
betrayed that animal’s trust.

Truthfully, many animals do
arrive at rescue groups having
been injured, abused and
neglected. They often require
a Iength){) rehabilitation
Erocess oth medically and
ehaviorally.

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Q. Why do the groups
charge an adoption fee?

A. A non-profit organization
incurs substantial expenses in
the rescue, rehab and care of
their animals. In addition fo
the basics of food, collars,
leashes, tags, Irmnlng, groom-
ing, flea, fick and hearfworm
prevenhon each animal
receives compleie veterinary
care, which includes: spay or
neuter, shots, worming and
heartworm test. Many animals
require life-saving hearworm
treatment or arrive with
injuries that require major
surgery of some type.

A. When you consider the
alternative of spending hun-
dreds of dollars for an animal
from a pet store or back yard
breeder, then spendmg hun-
dreds more at the vet's office,
you see that adoption is a cost-
effective option.

With a pet store or back yard
breeder, pet owners run the
risk of 1he|r animal coming
from a “puppy mill”, where
the conditions are deploruble
and neglect is the norm - quite
contrary to popular belief.

Unlike with other sources, a
rescue animal is not considered
merchandise. Instead, they
are loved, cared for, precious
beings. They are the sole rea-
son why rescuers do what the
do. Adopfing a rescue anima
is a way fo help fight the prob-
lem of animal overpopulation,
instead of perpetuating it. Be
a part of the solution - adopt.
